3. Highlights of the Year 

One of the core purposes of the PTFA is to bring together parents, carers, teachers, and friends to 

build a stronger partnership between home and school, contributing to a happy and welcoming 

school community. 

Key Achievements: 

 Our proudest accomplishment remains the “Pay It Forward” initiative, which ensures 

no child is left out of participating in school events due to financial barriers.

o The Summer Fair, which was the highlight of the year and a great success for 

both children and families. 

 

4. Challenges Faced 

Volunteer Engagement: 
While we continue to have many supportive parents, it remains difficult to recruit enough helpers 

to share the workload and commit to assisting at events. 

This shortage had a significant impact, as we were unable to run the Christmas Fair last year due 

to insufficient volunteers. 

Coffee mornings and informal gatherings were recognized as valuable opportunities to attract 

new helpers and spread awareness about the PTFA. 

Communication: 
Communication continues to be an area for improvement. It was agreed that we must explore 

stronger and wider channels beyond WhatsApp groups to ensure all parents are informed and 

engaged. 

Fundraising Pressures: 
With the rising cost of living, several events—such as Mufti Day and Crazy Hair Day—did not 

raise as much as in previous years. 

The PTFA agreed to focus on creative, low-cost, and community-centered events moving 

forward. 

 

5. Fundraising Achievements 2024/25 

As a registered charity, one of our key aims is to raise funds that enhance, enrich, and improve 

our children’s educational experiences. 

This year, PTFA funds supported: 

 Sponsoring New Valley’s Book Week 



 Purchase of four brand new gazebos 

 Costumes for the Key Stage 1 Nativity 

 Costumes and scripts for the Year 6 production 

 Covering costs for the Gardening Club 

 Funding 50% of the Year 6 leavers’ hoodies (the school covered the remaining half) 

The match funding initiative also proved successful again this year, with several parents 

securing matched donations through their employers. 

 

6. Looking Ahead – Commitments for 2025/26 

Working closely with Pete and the school, the PTFA has committed to supporting the following 

initiatives for the upcoming school year: 

 Sponsor Book Week again for 2025/26 

 Continue to cover 50% of the Year 6 leavers’ hoodies 

 Fund two ad hoc workshops during the year (e.g., science or music) 

 Contribute towards an activity (possibly swimming) during the Carroty Wood Year 6 

residential trip, and support families where cost may be a barrier 

 Fund a 12-month licence for a mentoring programme for the school 

 Fund a 12-month licence for a homework programme 

 Continue funding the Gardening Club 

 Pledge £4,000 over the next two years to improve the lunchtime play experience for all 

children 

 

7. Discussion Points from AGM 

During the meeting, members discussed: 

 Improving volunteer recruitment through flyers, QR codes, and the school website. 

 Promoting the fun side of PTFA on social media to attract new members. 

 Organizing coffee mornings for reception parents and involving Year 6 students in 

writing PTFA blogs. 

 Finding new ways to handle payments (e.g., QR codes or SumUp app) to avoid cash-

handling challenges. 

 Improving Gift Room logistics to address parents’ concerns about paying for donated 

items. 

 Planning more parent-centered and social events to strengthen the PTFA community. 

 Encouraging dads and community members with fundraising experience to participate. 

 PTFA to help apply for grants for pastoral care to support student wellbeing and 

emotional development initiatives. 



8. New Committee Announcement 

It was announced that Molly and Lisa will be stepping down as PTFA Co-Chairs. 

They expressed heartfelt gratitude, stating: 

“It has been a real pleasure to work with such a dedicated and supportive group of parents,
